Dear Chairman Zuccarelli:

In 2008, the City created a TIF District for the vacant property bounded by Cicero
Avenue, 1-80 and 1-57. A developer bought 100 acres of property in the TIF District with the
hopes of developing the property for an outlet mall. Then came the crash of 2008. No
development has taken place during the past 10 years and the concept of a regional outlet mall is
no longer feasible. However, there is renewed interest in this property in connection with the
new economy of warehousing and logistics.

The problem is that under the law, the maximum term of the TIF District is 23 years and
we have already lost 10 of those years because of the economic disruption. The state legislature
allows for the extension of a TIF District by an additional 12 years from 23 to 35 in order to
further economic development in a situation like ours. However, in order for the extension to be
approved, legislative leadership requires that the local taxing bodies in the area formally support
the extension by way of a formal Board vote of support. [ would appreciate if you could present
this request to your Board for consideration and hopefully a vote in support. I would be happy to
appear before your Board to make a formal presentation and if you require any additional
information, please contact me.
